residence” (hereinafter referred to as the VZR Rules), as
amended as of the date of drawing Policy (hereinafter
collectively - the Insurance Rules).

1.Insurance risks/events
1.1. Voluntary health insurance: An insured event is the
Insured's visiting any of medical institutions enlisted of this
Policy during the term of the contract to receive various
types of paid medical care included in the voluntary health
insurance program specified (hereinafter - the Program) in
case of acute disease, exacerbation of a chronic disease,
poisoning and other life threatening accidents.

1.2. Insurance of medical and medical & transport expenses:
An insured event is occurrence of unforeseen expenses for
medical repatriation by a vehicle, including expenses for an
accompanying person (if it is prescribed by a Doctor) from
the Country (or Region) of the temporary stay of the Insured
Person to his/her Country (or Region) of permanent
residence or to the nearest Medical institution in the Country
(Region) of permanent residence, if it is not possible to
provide the required medical care in the Country (Region) of
temporary stay, as well as in cases when the costs of staying
